CHEER, DRILL & FLAG SQUAD TRYOUT REGULATIONS

An informational meeting will be held the last week of March.  Parents should be in attendance with the interested student.

Tryout practices will be held the 2nd week of April for Flag Squad, the 3rd week of April for Cheerleaders, and the 4th week of April for Drill Squad.  These practices will be held in order for the students to learn and perfect their cheers, routines, etc.

Tryout regulations:

· Students may participate in both Cheerleading and Flag Squad, but not both Cheerleading and Drill Squad (due to conflicts with practice and games)

· Will be closed with only judges and sponsors present

· Results will be announced the next school day following tryouts

· Video taping of tryouts will not be permitted

· Dress attire for tryouts will consist of a white T-shirt, black shorts, shoes and hair tied back

· A permission form must be completed and signed by the parent and student prior to tryouts

· A physical form must be completed and signed by the physician, student, and parent before tryouts

· Each group is allowed fundraisers as outlined in USD 314 policy

· No stunts will be allowed during tryouts due to safety regulations

· Squad limitations are as follows:  cheerleader – 6, drill team - 9, flag team – 8
· Accumulation of scores will be held with the sponsors and administration

· 3 judges will be selected from the following for each tryout session:

· one judge being a member of the school staff (not the sponsor)

· one judge being a member of the community with no relationship to any of the potential squad members

· one judge with experience in cheerleading

· one judge with experience in drill team performances

· one judge with experience in dance team performances

· Requirements to letter:

· Drill Squad – attend all practices, performances, fundraisers and camp (unless excused by the sponsor in advance).
· Cheerleaders – 5 points are awarded each game in the following categories:  attendance and participation, promptness and punctuality, correctness of uniform, equipment, & cooperation.  85% of the total possible points are required to letter.
· Flag Squad – attend all practices, performances, and fundraisers (unless excused by the sponsor in advance).
Drill Squad will be required to perform:

· one group dance (all students together)

· one dance in groups of two or three (groups drawn randomly) 

(dances may be repeated if requested by judges)

· interview by judges (individually)
· approximate financial cost to student:

· $35 for poms

· $10 per pair of tights

· $10 for a bag (optional)

· $75 for camp outfits

· $35 for jazz shoes

· $198 for camp (some assistance may be available depending on fundraising proceeds)

· Knowledge of Routine (1-15 points)

· Smile (1-15 points)

Cheerleaders will be required to perform:
· One chant (individually)

· One cheer (individually)

· One dance (one minute limit) (in groups of two or three)

· Approximate financial cost to student:

· $50 for shoes
· $20 for three pair of socks

· $30 for three pair of bloomers

· $30 for a turtleneck

· $35 for camp outfits

· $60 - $200 for camp (some assistance may be available depending on fundraising proceeds)
